Internationally renowned architects are 
transforming the skyline as Toronto undergoes an 
exciting billion dollar boom in architecture and a 
cultural renaissance featuring some of the most-
talked about buildings in the world.  See the 
Ontario College of Art and Design’s architectural 
wonder on stilts, spectacular additions to the Royal 
Ontario Museum (ROM) and the transformational 
expansion of the Art Gallery of Ontario (AGO).  
The city is ever-unfolding. Visit the CN Tower, the 
world’s tallest tower (553m).  Take the glass 
elevator to the top in less than a minute and then 
feel your heart pound as you stand on a glass 
floor and dare to look down. Enjoy panoramic 
views of the city and enjoy a meal at the revolving 
“360 Restaurant”, the world’s highest restaurant 
and wine cellar.  When the sky is clear look 
across the horizon all the way to Niagara Falls. 

 
Walk and shop along Yonge Street, the longest 
street in the world. Visit Harbourfront, Toronto’s 
cultural event playground on the waterfront.  Take 
a 7-minute ferry ride to the Toronto Islands a 
popular recreational destination with beaches, 
picnic areas, bike rentals and an amusement 
park. Tour the Rogers Centre, a domed 
sports/entertainment stadium with the world’s first 
fully retractable roof. See shoes worn by Elvis 
Presley, John Lennon and Marilyn Monroe at the 
Bata Shoe Museum. Visit Casa Loma, a 98 room 
castle in the heart of the city.

The regions surrounding Toronto to the east, 
west and north are referred to as the 
Greater Toronto Region.  From the natural 
bounty of Toronto East’s parklands to the 
action-packed excitement of Toronto West 
and attractions in the North, the Greater 
Toronto Region is the perfect setting for 
sportsmanship and championship.   
 

The Greater Toronto Region is comprised of 
multiple municipalities and towns on the 
fringe of the downtown core including: East 
York,  Etobicoke, King, Markham, 
Mississauga, North York, Rexdale, 
Richmond Hill, Scarborough, Thornhill, 
Willowdale, and Woodbridge.  Many of 
these towns are located either in the 
Mississauga/Airport Area or York Region, 
centrally located within the heart of the 
Greater Toronto Region (GTR).  York Region 
is the seventh largest urban region in North 
America.

The Mississauga/Airport area is a 
destination within a destination.
